Update: On May 15 the Congre-
gation/Corporation approved the 
sale of some stock to benefit the 
building fund. 

KPC Treasurer, Don Peterson, 
reports: 

“Some shares of stock were donat-
ed to Kenilworth Presbyterian 
Church so long ago that no one 
remembers when. At one point the 
original stock went off the stock 
exchange, resulting in its conver-
sion to shares of Illinois Tool 
Works, Inc. We were unable to 
locate any applicable paper stock 
certificates; however, the stock 
was on record electronically. After 
one month of providing infor-
mation, forms, and signatures, in-
cluding paying a small fee to have 
the certificates replaced, the sale of 
our Illinois Tool Works stock was 
finally completed on June 25. It 
was sold at very near the highest 
historical share price at the time, 
yielding $16,011.63 for our Build-
ing Fund! “

two sons, Rick and Bobby.  “The 
best thing that happened to me 
was getting married,” Bob says.  
“She was the love of my life.”  He 
has five grandchildren and “four 
and a half” great-grandchildren.   

Bob worked for Lowe’s for twen-
ty-five years.  He started at the 
Asheville store and managed a 
store in Hazelwood for fourteen 
years until he retired in 1980.  He 
sold real estate for a while, went 
back to Lowe’s for five more 
years, and “retired again.”  He 
went back to work when Builder-
way and 84 Lumber came calling.  
In 1998, he stayed home to care 
for his wife.  Then he went back 
to work recycling cartridges. 

Bob joined KPC in 1980.  He left 
in 1986 and went back to First 
Presbyterian Church.  He came 
back to Kenilworth in the 90s and 
has been very active since.  His 
service has included Chairman of 
Fellowship and Congregation 
Care Committee, member of 
Property and Finance Committee, 
member of Worship Committee, 
and Ruling Elder.  

In July 2014, he was ordained a 
minister by World Christianship 
Ministries as an “independent 
Christian clergy.”  Bob inhabits a

O ne of the

But 
then a smile breaks out, emanat-
ing warmth, and, if you know him 
well, you may detect a twinkle in 
his eye. 

Bob was born in Asheville and 
lived in Charleston for a while.  
He stayed with his grandparents 
in Lenoir and attended West Le-
noir Elementary then came back 
to Asheville and attended Grace 
Elementary School and David 
Millard Junior High before gradu-
ating from Lee Edwards High 
School. 

Bob embodies the American work 
ethic.  As he puts it, “I have 
worked all my life.”  He had a 
paper route when he was nine 
years old and, when he was in 
Charleston, worked on a milk 
route.  In junior high, he worked 
as a soda jerk and at Otis Green 
Hardware, and, in senior high, he 
continued with his paper route.  “I 
only had five miles to walk,” he 
says.  (He was also a member of 
the Boy Scouts until he was six-
teen—“then I joined the ‘girl 
scouts,’” he deadpans with a 
grin.)  He met Barbara, his wife-
to-be, when he was a senior in 
high school and she was a fresh-
man.  

After graduating, he joined the 
Navy, did post-grad work at Por-
ter Military Academy in math and 
history, served eight years in the 
reserves, and was on active duty 
two years.  He was stationed in 
Norfolk, Virginia, and went back 
and forth to the Caribbean for two
-month stints.  

In the meantime, he came back 
and married Barbara; she graduat-
ed on June 6, 1955, and they mar-
ried on June 11.
